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Avtoportret v sodobni likovni produkciji ostaja 
pomemben in aktualen motiv. Avtorju ne ponuja 
zgolj možnosti raziskovanja lastne zunanje podo-
be, temveč odpira prostor za poglobljen vpogled 
v njegov notranji svet. Dejanje samoupodabljanja 
tako postaja osebna in intimna izkušnja – prilož-
nost za samorefleksijo, samoraziskovanje in samo-
izražanje. 

Avtoportret lahko deluje kot izredno moč-
no orodje za razumevanje identitete, minevanja 
časa in niansiranega odnosa med tem, kako av-
tor vidi samega sebe in kako ga dojemajo drugi. 
Predstavlja priložnost za usklajevanje notranjega z 
zunanjim, za razkrivanje lastne ranljivosti, obenem 
pa tudi za prikaz moči.

Z eksperimentiranjem z likovnimi prvinami smo 
dijake spodbujali k poglobljenemu raziskovanju 
samoizražanja, identitete in edinstvenega raz-
merja med njimi kot avtorji ter njihovo lastno po-
dobo. 

Svoj odziv na osrednjo temo letošnjega 1. Med-
narodnega bienala dijaške risbe – Avtoportret so 
interpretirali v risarski tehniki.

Na natečaj se je odzvalo enaindvajset šol iz 
osmih držav.

Izbor je potekal v dveh fazah. Vsaka šola je po 
elektronski pošti prijavila svoje dijake in njihove 
risbe, ki jih je komisija bienala pregledala, izbrala 
najboljše, jih povabila na razstavo ter podelila na-
grade najuspešnejšim. Razstavo 1. Mednarodne-
ga bienala dijaške risbe smo predstavili v Galerija 
DLUL v Ljubljani.

The self-portrait remains an important and rele-
vant motive. It offers not only the possibility of re-
searching one‘s own physical appearance to the 
author but also opens up space for an in-depth 
look at their inner world. The act of self-depiction 
therefore becomes a personal and intimate ex-
perience – chance for self-reflection, self-explora-
tion, and self-expression. 

A self-portrait can work as an extremely powe-
rful tool to understand identity, the passage of 
time and the nuanced relationship between how 
the author sees themselves and how they are per-
ceived by others. It represents a chance to recon-
cile the inner with the outer, to reveal the author‘s 
own vulnerability or to exhibit power.

By experimenting with the elements of visual 
art, we encouraged students to more deeply ex-
plore self-expression, identity, and the unique re-
lationship between them as authors and their own 
image. 

Their response to the central theme of this ye-
ar‘s 1st International Biennial of Student Drawing – 
Self-portrait was interpreted by means of drawing 
technique.

Over twenty schools from eight countries (how 
many exactly – including those not chosen) res-
ponded to the call for entries.

The selection was conducted in two phases. 
Each school completed the sign-up process for 
that school‘s students and their drawings. The jury 
of the biennale then examined the drawings and 
selected the best works submitted. The authors 
were invited to participate in the exhibition. Awards 
were given to the most successful contestants. The 
exhibition of the First International Biennial of Stu-
dent Drawing took place in the DLUL Gallery in 
Ljubljana.

V času izrazite vizualne nasičenosti je sposobnost 
jasnega in premišljenega likovnega zapisa po-
membnejša kot kadar koli prej. Risba kot temeljni 
likovni medij omogoča neposreden prenos misli 
v podobo, pri čemer razkriva način opazovanja, 
razumevanja in interpretacije sveta. Ne gre zgolj 
za upodobitev vidnega, temveč za proces obliko-
vanja pomena, v katerem se prepletajo zaznava, 
analiza in osebna izkušnja.

V pedagoškem procesu ima risba posebno 
mesto, saj razvija temeljne kompetence vizual-
nega mišljenja: razumevanje odnosov, struktu-
re, prostora in proporcev. Hkrati omogoča visoko 
stopnjo individualnega izraza, kjer vsak avtor obli-
kuje lasten likovni jezik. Prav zato predstavlja ključ-
no izhodišče za nadaljnje likovno ustvarjanje in tudi 
za druga vizualna področja, vključno s fotografijo.

Motiv avtoportreta v risbi odpira še dodatno 
razsežnost tega procesa. Ne gre le za prepozna-
vanje in beleženje lastnih potez, temveč za poglo-
bljeno raziskovanje identitete skozi likovni jezik. 
Risba omogoča avtorju distanco in hkrati bližino 
– možnost, da se opazuje, interpretira in na novo 
vzpostavlja svojo podobo. V tem smislu avtoportret 
postane prostor refleksije, kjer se srečujeta notran-
je doživljanje in zavestna likovna odločitev.

Predstavljena dela pričajo o raznolikih pristo-
pih, občutljivosti za likovne probleme in sposob-
nosti osebne interpretacije. Vsaka risba je rezultat 
procesa, v katerem se srečujejo znanje, izkušnja in 
ustvarjalna odločitev. Ta proces pa je tisti, ki ga v 
izobraževanju želimo razvijati – ne le kot tehnično 
veščino, temveč kot način mišljenja.

Bienale tako ne predstavlja le pregleda dosež-
kov, temveč prostor strokovnega in ustvarjalnega 
dialoga, ki mladim omogoča soočanje z različnimi 
pristopi ter jih spodbuja k nadaljnjemu razvoju.

In the time of pronounced visual oversaturation, 
the ability to create a clear and considered visu-
al expression is more important than ever before. 
The drawing as the foundational visual medium 
allows for the direct translation of thoughts into 
images, revealing the author‘s way of observing, 
understanding, and interpreting the world. It is 
about more than simply depicting the visible; what 
matters is the process of creating meaning where 
perception, analysis and personal experience in-
tertwine. 

In the pedagogical process, the drawing has 
a special place, as it develops the basic compe-
tencies of visual thinking: the understanding of 
relations, structure, space, and proportions. In ad-
dition, it allows for a high degree of individual ex-
pression, where each author forms their own visual 
language. It is for this reason that it represents a 
key basis for further visual creation as well as cer-
tain other visual fields, including photography.

The self-portrait in drawing opens an additio-
nal dimension of this process. More than about 
simply recognising and recording one ‚s own fe-
atures, the self-portrait is about an in-depth ex-
ploration of identity through visual language. The 
drawing simultaneously gives the author both 
distance and closeness – the chance to observe 
themselves, to interpret and create their image 
anew. Thus, the self-portrait becomes a space for 
reflection, where the inner world and conscious vi-
sual decision-making meet.

The artworks exhibited attest to a multitude of 
approaches, a sensitivity to visual problems and 
the ability of personal interpretation. Each drawing 
is the result of a process where knowledge, expe-
rience, and creative decision-making meet. This 
process is what we wish to develop when educa-
ting – more than technical skill, a way of thinking.

Therefore, the Biennial represents not only an 
overview of achievements, but also a space of 
professional and creative dialogue, which enables 
young people to encounter different approaches 
and encourages them to develop further.
